SUBJECT:  Scour Critical and Unknown Foundation Plans of Action
In January 2008, the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) issued two memorandums expanding on the importance of completing scour evaluations in a timely manner, of performing work to assure bridges with unknown foundations are addressed, and of developing and implementing scour plans of action (POAs).  

The FHWA has determined that all bridges with unknown foundations which are located in floodways have a potential risk of foundation loss due to streambed scour.  Therefore, FHWA requires that a POA shall be developed and implemented for each of these structures.
On July 8, 2008, FHWA and Caltrans signed an agreement to address all scour critical bridges and bridges with unknown foundations issues by November 2010.

The background for this agreement is contained in 23 Code of Federal Regulations.  Section 650.313 (e) requires identification of scour critical bridges over waterways that are owned by a public entity and convey motorized public transportation.  Section 650.313 (e) (3) requires that a plan of action be prepared for each scour critical bridge to monitor known and potential deficiencies and to address critical findings.
